The National Institute of Technical Teachers Training and Research, Chandigarh in =
collaboration with NAAI, Delhi organised 4" National Abilympics at its campus from
3-5 November, 2014. Abilympics are Vocational Skill Contests for persons with disabilities
which are held once after every four years.

Sub- regional, Regional, National and International Abilympics are held on the pattern of
Olympics. India has been participating in Abilympics right from their beginning in Japan in ||
1981. Subsequent International Abilympics were held in Colombia, Hong Kong, Australia,
Czech Republic, India, Japan and South Korea respectively.

India started organizing Abilympics since 2002. The first National Abilympics was held in Delhi
in 2002, second again in Delhi in 2006. Jabalpur in MP hosted the 3° National Abilympics in
2010 and NITTTR, Chandigarh had the privilege of hosting this 4" National Abilympics at its §
campus from 3-5 November, 2014.

Having no experience of hosting such a unique event in the past, the institute faculty and staff under the dynamic leadership of Dr. MP Poonia and able
coordination of Prof.J.S. Sainiaccepted itas achallenge and arranged this mega eventat the institute.

The event was inaugurated by Shri Thaawar Chand Gehlot, Hon'ble Union Minister of Social Justice and Empowerment, Govt. of India. Dr. K.K Talwar,
Chairman BOG, NITTTR Chandigarh, Dr. Uma Tuli Secretary General, NAAI, Delhi, Padmashri Kannubhai Tailor, Dr. MP Poonia, Director, NITTTR
Chandigarh and Prof. J.S Saini, Coordinator of the event were present during the inaugural session. The Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment
was represented by Smt. Stuti Kacker, IAS, Secretary to Govt. of India and Shri Awanish Kumar Awasthi, IAS, Joint Secretary to Govt. of India. The Hon'ble
Minister appreciated the need for strengthening the Abilympics movement and announced cash award of Rs 21000/-, Rs 15000/-and Rs 11000/- for
Gold, Silver and Bronze medallists respectively for the 4" National Abilympics.

The event involved designing of 34 skill contests, arranging required infrastructure, preparing venues for the contests, registering the contestants and
identifying 70 convenors and 102 judges from a wide variety of disciplines. For grievance redressal, a five member Jury comprising of very senior
professionals from diverse fields was constituted. 414 contestants, 66 escorts and 99 officials, approximately 150 student volunteers, almost all
faculty and staff of the institute were involved in this event.

All events were successfully conducted. There were 31, 14, 08, 34 and 10 medal winners from northern, southern, eastern, western and central zone.
